Discipline Management Plan


Behavior which is cause for disciplinary action includes, but is not limited to the following:

1. Behavior that reflects negatively upon Troop 985, the Boy Scouts of America or Northbrook United Methodist Church.

2. Not following the Scoutmaster’s or other adult leader’s instructions.

3. Unsafe actions that endanger the scout or others (throwing rocks or other objects, fighting, playing with fire).

4. Exploring physical hazards without permission and supervision (lakes, rivers, cliffs).

5. Leaving the designated troop area without permission.

6. Cursing or foul language.

7. Physical or verbal hazing or harassment of other scouts.

8. Use of any controlled or illegal substance.

When a scout is referred to or observed by the adult leadership for inappropriate behavior of a serious nature, four steps of discipline will be applied.

In step one, counseling, the Scoutmaster or another adult leader, will advise the scout of the inappropriate behavior.  Step one status will expire after two weeks with no further incidents.

In step two, probation, the scout will again be counseled by the Scoutmaster or another adult leader, and a phone call, discussion or written communication with the parent/guardian will occur.  The scout will be placed on probation for four troop meetings and may attend only when accompanied by a parent/guardian.  Step two status will expire after four weeks with no further incidents.

In step three, suspension, the scout will be counseled by the Scoutmaster or another adult leader and will be suspended from all troop activities for one month.  When the scout returns to troop activities, he will be placed in step two of this process.

In step four, dismissal, the scout will be dismissed from the troop.  Dismissal will occur only after review by the full adult leader committee.  Reinstatement of the scout will be at the discretion of the troop committee after conferring with the scout, the Scoutmaster and the parent/guardian.

Serious or repeated misbehavior at a troop meeting or campout may result in the immediate application of any level of discipline at the discretion of the Scoutmaster or the troop committee.

Any scout who is in step two or three will not be allowed to have a board of review or have the scout spirit requirement approved for any rank advancement during the discipline period.
